Biography of our guest speaker

   John Unger II

State Senator for West Virginia
Senator John Unger is a state senator for West Virginia.  He has a leadership role in several committees and subcommittees, and has a reputation for being highly principled and ethical in legislative proposals and voting, even when it has meant challenging the political “machinery”.

Some of his private sector experience has included: Vice President for Community and Economic Development-Van Wyk Enterprises (1996-98), producer and host of WEPM Panhandle Live (a public affairs daily radio talk show (1998 to present; topics discussed reflect his commitment to justice and peace issues).

Over the past one year, in addition to Senator’s busy schedule tending to his Senatorial duties, he has been devoting substantial efforts to coordination work of homeland security matters in W. Va.
